Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Finally...anyway...take a look and 'tailor' your curriculum to fit neatly into boxes of your own creation... Charity Savedra > I received on my email...thank you. Chad Matey > thanks got it DeShawn Williams > ok C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > What I've read so far is very good in most cases...a few of you do need further assistance which I intend to provide tonight or through posting via email to you directly...be looking for it soon. Meredith Gilpin > ok DeShawn Williams > ok Chad Matey > ok Judith Gallegos > good to know i was on the right track, thanks C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Again, curriculum does not happen in a vacuum. Your authority is either state or national standards...link your activities to these standards (of your choosing). C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > By the way, many have send in articles, etc. These are well-done and I have little or no problem with them...keep up the good work....however, the curriculum is the biggie...direct your attention to this - along with your philosophy paper. DeShawn Williams > i cant find the example C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > I'm usually here (office) or cell (505.718.5108) if you need personal assistance. Charity Savedra > Do the objectives also come from the standards or do we have to develop those? Frank Gonzales > did you get my philosophy paper C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Check Blackboard email DeShawn C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Yes Frank, well done. DeShawn Williams > ok thanks Kerri Garland > Is the philosophy paper due? Was there guidlines for it? DeShawn Williams >> has left the room. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Charity, objectives can be developed by you OR you can 'borrow' them by doing 'research. Frank Gonzales > Thanks Charity Savedra > Ok...thank you. I have found a lot by research but I didn't know I could use those. DeShawn Williams >> has entered the room. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > 4. Have dev eloped and clearly articulated a personal philosophy of physical education...other than that - from the syllabus - you are free to write as you wish...I'd say 3-4 pages double-spaced should cover the topic. Kerri Garland > ok, thanks Judith Gallegos > we can turn that in whenever we are done with it C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > The philosophy paper will be due no later than the Tuesday before Thanksgiving Break, November 20, 2007...Turn them in via email when ever you have them completed. Judith Gallegos > cool C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > As my son says, "Kwel Beans!" C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Now, specific curriculum questions?? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > My assumption is that you are methodically plodding along, putting all the parts together in a step-by-step fashion...the next draft is due November 20, 2007 as well., Chad Matey > How specific do you want it to be...Day by day itineraryies for example?? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > You are the creator of the curriculum; the minimum is 10 weeks...if you wish to add day by day, that's fine...week by week is the minimum. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Don't get bogged down in the details however. Chad Matey > ok thanks C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Don't tell me when they are putting on their shoes or when they are dressing, etc. Tell me what's happening in that week of activity and why it's happining (this is where you link your activities to standards). Frank Gonzales > can we use a curriculum template C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Yes. Frank Gonzales > thanks C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Kerri and Judith, your work is exemplary...congratulations...keep up the very good work. Kerri Garland > thank you Judith Gallegos > thank you C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > ...or was that Meredith's work? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > You (individually) will know soon when I send the feedback to you privately via email... Judith Gallegos > it took alot to get going, but i really got into it and it started flowing C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > This week's topic happens to be learning experiences...what are your students to learn from the various activities you will provide them with (rhetorical question). Judith Gallegos > benefits of physical fitness C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Briefly, the curriculum should begin 'slowly,' pick up steam mid-way or thereabouts, then have a culminating activity to 'bring it all together' at the end. Meredith Gilpin > haha i hope mine was good too! :) C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Can you suggest here, what a 'good' culminating activity might be? Judith Gallegos > walk a thon... C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > A unit on walking. A culminating activity such as Relay for Life. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > ...or whatever that relates to your particular unit...end triumphantly somehow...then proceed to the next unit. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > If I didn't single you out, and you feel your ' C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > draft was wonderful, i'll read it and tell the group next time how great your work was... Chad Matey > I got to work on mine I know.... C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > IF...it is great....silence probably means you need to get after it!!! Georgianne Brown > i wasnt too sure about mine DeShawn Williams > I need to work on mine a lot as well C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Now, as indicated earlier, I will end the session soon. Georgi, I'll detail your work tomorrow and give you feedback soon. Frank Gonzales > would strand and content standard work with mine C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Same for DeShawn. DeShawn Williams > ok thanks Narleski Wyrick > IMine needs alot of work C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Frank, what ever you do, you must link what your students do to standards of either the state level where you are located OR NASPE standards...again, this doesn't happen in a vacuum. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > N, I'll let you know ASAP what needs to be done...look at the sample grid and provide a narrative to go along with the grid that you construct for the 10-wk period. Frank Gonzales > okay, thanks Chad Matey > Dr. Pete,,I stasrted mine over and it's more broad..I think this will be a better draft...I will send it to you tomorrow.. C.H.
