Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Ernie, I'm going to take one more look at all Ch 1 from the class and make final recommendations; then you can proceed, under the assumption that it is 'OK." Ernest Cooper > Thanx! Matthew Navone >> has entered the room. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > All right kids, it’s time to hunker down! The clock is ticking and you’ve got MUCH TO DO, even though most of you have a ‘decent’ chapter one…we move now to chapters 2 and 3…oh my! C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Again, I'm going to take one more look at all students' Chapter One and make final recommendations; then you can proceed, under the assumption that it is 'OK." C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Some still have not turned in chapter one or have a scant chapter one, which gives me pause...those of you in this category, when do you think you'll get your "final" chapter one to me? A rhetorical question, not meant to be answered here. Justin James >> has entered the room. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > A REMINDER: Draft of Chapter Three [methods] is due 11/13/07, rather than 11/06/07. Also, you must turn in your draft of Chapter two at that time. Send, via attachment, to pleroy@nmhu.edu and NOT to blackboard. That’s two weeks from tonight so you have much to do – if you haven’t started this portion of the project. DO NOT DELAY YOUR START ON THIS PORTION OF THE PROJECT. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > ...otherwide the holidays will not be happy!! C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > The purpose of Chapter 2 is to provide the reader with a comprehensive review of the literature related to the problem under investigation (your “statement of the problem” or “purpose of the study”). The review of related literature should greatly expand upon the introduction and background information presented in Chapter 1. This chapter may contain theories and models relevant to the problem, a historical overview of the problem, current trends related to the problem, and significant research data published about the problem. The first section of Chapter 2 generally indicates how the chapter is organized and explains the subsections that comprise the chapter. For example, Chapter 2 provides an extensive review of the literature and research related to principal selection. The chapter will be divided into sections that include, as an example (a) history of physical education, (b) importance of the physical education study under investigation, (c) current practices in this area, and (d) recommended selection practices related to your study. NEVER use “I” plan to do this or “I” plan to do that…stay away from first person language. Say instead, “in this research, subjects included those between the age of x and y” or whatever. Say, “current practice states that physical educators must…” “It was decided (or determined), for the purpose of this investigation, that subject would be those between the ages of….” Cari Benavidez >> has entered the room. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Lots to read, but this will be posted on www.PeteLeRoi.com immediately after class for you to copy and/or read. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > As Chapter 2 may be lengthy, it is essential to divide the chapter into as many sections and subsections as needed to logically organize the information presented. (Note: Each section and subsection heading must be properly listed in the Table of Contents and adhere to the rules given in the APA manual for section headings – see pp. 113-115. Generally, use appropriate headings for chapter numbers and then use appropriate titles, etc. section headings, and sub-section headings.) C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > I'll give you a website that lots of free APA information in the next lengthy paragraph. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > As Chapter 2 presents information and conclusions drawn by other researchers, citations should be extensive throughout the chapter. Chapter 2 is NOT the place for the researcher to interject any personal ideas or theories. Direct quotations, indirect quotations or paraphrasing, as well as any information attributable to other researchers and individuals require citations. Citations (and subsequent references at the end of the thesis) should use the format recommended by the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association, 5th edition (2001). See pp. 207-281 of the APA manual. OR, you can find lots of free hints here: http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/560/01 C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Question: How long does chapter two have to be? Answer to follow, but first, do you have questions thus far? Georgianne Brown > no. im following so far Christopher Fudge > no sir Billy Dollar > Do we need a Table of Contents for what we have so far when we send it in? Meredith Gilpin > no Matthew Navone > can the research be internet-based? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Matt, what do you mean? Matthew Navone > can the literature be found on the internet? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > No need for Table of Contents...that is easy to add later on. Billy Dollar > Thank you Matthew Navone > Or do we need to spend some quality time in the library C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Lit can be found on the 'net...be sure you reference it according to APA style Manual...do not rely on ALL of your research from the 'net...and, yes, get you some quality time at the local university library. Matthew Navone > thank you. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Chapter Two...well, It is difficult to estimate how long Chapter 2 should be. In some studies that rely on historical and extensive descriptive information, Chapter 2 may be the main focus of the whole thesis and quite long. In general, however, Chapter 2 contains between 4 and 15 pages, although it may be as short as 3 or 4 pages or as long as 20 or more pages. Again, NEVER use “I” read this or “I” read that…stay away from first person language. Say instead, “research shows…” OR, “studies indicate that…” C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Honestly, who among you have begun chapter two? Stand and be counted now. Amanda Padilla >> has entered the room. Chad Matey >> has entered the room. Chad Matey > sorry i'm late C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > That's what they said to Noah. Marc Harisay >> has entered the room. Christopher Fudge > I have a hoard of research but have not begun writing Billy Dollar > I have finished and started over several times seems to flow better each time Ernest Cooper > I have studied the style but have not put anything on paper yet C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > You two..... Justin James > I'm starting this week once I take my NCAA test C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Late comers, can you see what I've posted so far...OR do you just see what has been posted since you logged on? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Justin, first things first. Marc Harisay > just what is showing now but i can check it later Justin James > gotcha ya Amanda Padilla > just what you have been saying since we got one Amanda Padilla > on.. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Most of your research projects will look like this...a few will differ; perhaps Kerri's project and/or one or two others that do not exactly "fit" this equation. Amanda Padilla > k C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > That's why it is necessary tor you to look at other theses and/or field project manuscripts in order to 'tailor' yours to your issues. Chad Matey > yes Christopher Fudge > Do you know of any websites with a database of dissertations or theisis? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Back to Chapter Two...here's your chance to ramble, telling what others have found that relates directly to your project...put as much as necessary to give the reader a background of related literature. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Chris...no - sorry...does anyone out there know of any? Matthew Navone > no Marc Harisay > no Ernest Cooper > no Luke Salazar >> has entered the room. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Chris, I can copy and mail you examples if you wish. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Luke - good to have you . Christopher Fudge > thanks, i guess i better find out where the library is Luke Salazar > yeah practice was running late C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Questions about chapter two? Amanda Padilla > ah...nope, dont think-a-so C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > I admonish each of you to take the rest of the term quite seriously...why? because this course sets the tone for your actual research or field work. Amanda Padilla > right Christopher Fudge > Do you have any suggestions for a topic with little to no previous research or literature? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > I've already had - and I'm new here as of August 2007 - three others - from last year email me in a panic as to what to do...they do not have their previous work, or it was lost, or it was not quality and they are waaaaaaaaay behind. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Chris, look really hard. Seriously, you can find boo-koos of related information in the literature...I believe this to be true...just gotta look for it. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > You have a good project and other institutions have conducted similar research, I'm sure of that. Billy Dollar > Not much access to Journal's in Carlsbad. Can abstracts of the articles be used as a source? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > One more thing, most, if not all, who have turned in article critiques, have completed these in good fashion. The problem will be with those students who have not turned these in..... C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Billy, you can use abstracts, however, most all of us have access to inner library loan...don't we? Christopher Fudge > yes Billy Dollar > I am not really sure C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Actually a good Internet search using "research articles on....." produces much information from abstracts... Billy Dollar > That is what I have done. I just have not been able to get the complete article C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Billy - how close are you to a university or community college? You might want to take time to visit their library to get direct research information. Cari Benavidez >> has entered the room. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Those of you here on campus...you have no excuses...help is a building a way...called the LIBRARY...please visit it soon and ask for help. Christopher Fudge > Dr, have you heard anything on www.findarticles.com whether it is a reputable source of info or not? Billy Dollar > We have a community college not much info but will continue to search for complete documents Luke Salazar > where is that ?? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Some of you are on your way with your projects; sadly, some are going to suffer the consequences of putting things off until the last minute... C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > I'm telling you, once December 1st hits, and time is extremely short, I'll have little patience, if any, for those who wait until the last minute, seeking salvation. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > I sense a feeling of being over-whelmed...you can do it; you will do it; you must do it... C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Questions i might answer here and now? Chad Matey > damn straight we wil Matthew Navone > I'm good Amanda Padilla > nope...not now anyways Justin James > no sir Alton Tomlin > no Cari Benavidez > question on article critiques.......
