Pete LeRoy (Ins) > A couple concerns with all the curricula: (1) linking activities to standards; (2) you including a copy of the standards you are meeting with your curricula; (3) having appropriate assessments. Chad Matey > your NMHU address C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Chad, thanks...will take a looky soon,. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Please include a copy of the standards – not just an Internet link – you are ‘meeting’ with your various curricula. You may abbreviate the standard you are meeting – when included in your grid – but I need a copy of the standards you are meeting with the activities you have you classes subjected to each week. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Remember, one of your papers was 'excused' the other is due anytime...it's your philosophy of physical education paper. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > This paper need not be footnoted, but it must be highly organized and presented in an academic fashion with no slang and no vulgar terms, etc. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Again, when you feel your project is complete, with all the various parts address, you may submit it and move on to something else in your academic or professional world..however, remember that the next draft is due on 11/20/07 Judith Gallegos > When you say final project in our curriculum what do you mean? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > All in all, you should turn in 10 assignments by 11/27/07...unless you hear from me differently, your work thus far on the critiques is acceptable. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Regarding the concluding portion of your curriculum...it’s good to have a ‘culminating activity’ to end a unit. A field trip. A guest speaker. A ball game. A walk-a-thon…something like that is excellent. And, since you are not actually implementing this, be as creative, yet realistic, as you possibly can…Did you include such an activity/field trip/project for your students? Do you plan to? Judith Gallegos > I hadn't because I wasn't sure what you were talking about, but I will do something now Cari Benavidez > for my end activity i was going to have "games" as the weeks activities....fun stuff for children, yet educational C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Bring the unit all together with a fun 'something' that 'ends' the activity. Chad Matey > yes.a modified soccer tourney C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > tourney is good. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > fun 'games' is good. Cari Benavidez > okay C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Curriculum should logically flow from simple to complex, with a grand finale...called a culminating activity. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Tonight, we consider chapter ten, which is focused on developing the physical education curriculum. What are the expected outcomes from your activities? No answer required. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Are any of you using New Mexico state standards to use in your curriculum? Chad Matey > I am Dr. Pete. I did not include standards with my revision,,but will do so for the next raft Judith Gallegos > I am Chad Matey > draft C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Yes, give a narriative of some sort to 'finish' it up. Cari Benavidez > no.... Judith Gallegos > okay Kerri Garland > I put standards ion my intor Kerri Garland > intro Ikaika Neizman > where can you look for state standards? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Chad, you have time to do this...another draft is due in November. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Texas should be no problem to find PE and/or health standards...OR you could use AAHE or NASPE standards...got to use one of the other of these various ones. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Let's say you've started the children walking in week one...what standard are you meeting by doing this activity? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Let's say you've started the children kicking a soccer ball...what standard are you meeting with this activity? Ikaika Neizman > participation standards C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Let' Judith Gallegos > hold on I have to find mine C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Let's say you've started the children walking around the track...what standard are you meeting? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > You don't have to actually answer these questions...they're rhetorical...but you do have to address this issue in your curriculum. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Also, how are you going to measure or assess your student's competence? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > This needs to be addressed in your curriculum. Judith Gallegos > oh okay Chad Matey > gotcha C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > What does "participation standards" mean? Ikaika Neizman > an activity that all the students can participate in C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Each state has a list of standards, usually numbered....copy the number of that standard and put in your grid you develop...INCLUDE a copy of these standards so I can cross-reference them. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Now, where are you? Are you ready to do more work on the curriculum you submitted and get another draft to me by 11/20/07 or sooner? Judith Gallegos > yes, putting weeks together C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Aricles: Many of you have submitted the critiques in fine fashion; others have not; I will contact you this week to let you know where you stand, number-wise with your articles...most are acceptable...if you haven't heard from me with negative comments, you're OK in this department. Cari Benavidez > yes, the 2oth works good for another draft.... C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Draft two is due Nov 20. Chad Matey > so we should include both standards and benchmarks?? C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Scope and Sequence: be sure your curriculums flow logically, from simple to complex. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Standards are good enough...benchmarks are long and drawn-out...just include the standard...AND give me a copy of standard and benchmark so I can cross-reference to see if, indeed, you are connecting the activity with an appropriat standard.. C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Also, your 'culminating activity' should meet several of your standards because it all comes together at the end of the unit...usually :) C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Don' C.H. Pete LeRoy (Ins) > Don't wait until the last minute to send these in...again, when Dec. 1st rolls around, I'll have little patience or understanding for those of you who loafed all term and now await instant salvation. C.H.
