1. Definition for: American Cancer Society – A voluntary health agency dedicated to fighting cancer and educating the public about cancer.

2. Definition for: bacteriological period – The period in public health history from 1875 to 1900 during which the causes of many bacterial diseases were discovered. 

3. Definition for: Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) – One of the eight operating divisions of the Public Health Service; charged with the responsibility for surveillance and control of diseases and other health problems in the United States. 

4. Definition for: communicable disease (infectious disease) – An illness due to a specific communicable agent or its toxic products, which arises through transmission of that agent or its products from an infected person, animal, or inanimate reservoir to a susceptible host. 

5. Definition for: community – A group of people who have common characteristics; communities can be defined by location, race, ethnicity, age, occupation, interest in particular problems or outcomes, or other common bonds. 

6. Definition for: community health – The health status of a defined group of people and the actions and conditions, both private and public (government), to promote, protect and preserve their health. 

7. Definition for: emotional wellness – understanding emotions and knowing how to cope with problems that arise in everyday life, and how to endure stress 

8. Definition for: epidemic – An unexpectedly large number of cases of disease in a particular population for a particular time period. 

9. Definition for: health – state of sound physical, mental, and social well-being 

10. Definition for: health resources development period – The period in public health history from 1900 to 1960; a time of great growth in health care facilities. 

11. Definition for: Healthy People 2010 – The third set of health goals and objectives for the U.S that defines the nation's health agenda and guides its health policy. 

12. Definition for: herd immunity – The resistance of a population to the spread of an infectious agent based on the immunity of a high portion of individuals. 

13. Definition for: holistic model – encompasses the physiological, mental, emotional, social, spiritual, and environmental aspects of health 

14. Definition for: incidence – frequency of occurrence of a particular disease 

15. Definition for: insecticides – Pesticides designed specifically to kill insects.

16. Definition for: intellectual wellness – having a mind open to new ideas and concepts 

17. Definition for: Leading Health Indicators – ten categories of health goals that represent the major public health concerns in the United States 

18. Definition for: managed care – Health plans that integrate the financing and delivery of health care services to covered individuals by means of arrangements with selected providers to furnish comprehensive services to members; explicit criteria for the selection of health care providers; significant financial incentives for members to use providers and procedures associated with the plan; and formal programs for quality assurance and utilization review.

19. Definition for: Medicaid – A national health insurance program for the poor. 

20. Definition for: medical model – interprets health in terms of the absence of disease and illness.

21. Definition for: Medicare – A national health insurance program for people 65 years of age and older, certain younger disabled people, and people with permanent kidney failure.

22. Definition for: modern era of public health – The era of American public health that began in 1850 and continues today.

23. Definition for: morbidity – ratio of persons who are diseased to those who are well in a given community.

24. Definition for: mortality – death rate.

25. Definition for: occupational wellness – enjoyment of what you are doing to earn a living and contribute to society.

26. Definition for: physical wellness – maintenance of your body in good condition by eating right, exercising regularly, avoiding harmful habits, and making informed responsible decisions about your health.

27. Definition for: population health – The health status of people who are not organized and have no identity as a group or locality and the actions and conditions to promote, protect and preserve their health.

28. Definition for: prevalence – predominance of a particular disease.

29. Definition for: public health – The health status of a defined group of people and the governmental actions and conditions to promote, protect and preserve their health.

30. Definition for: reform phase of public health – The period of public health from 1900 to 1920, characterized by social movements to improve health conditions in cities and in the workplace.

31. Definition for: Social Security Administration (SSA) – An independent federal agency that administers programs that provide financial support to special groups of Americans.

32. Definition for: social wellness – ability to perform the expectations of social roles effectively, comfortably, and without harming others.

33. Definition for: socioeconomic status – A demographic term which takes into consideration the combination of social and economic factors.

34. Definition for: spiritual era of public health – A time during the Middle Ages when the causation of communicable disease was linked to spiritual forces.

35. Definition for: spiritual wellness – state of balance and harmony with yourself and others; feeling that there is “more” than what is seen.

36. Definition for: vital statistics – Statistical summaries of vital records- records of major life events, such as births, deaths, marriages, divorces, and infant deaths. 

37. Definition for: wellness – emphasizes individual responsibility for well-being through the practice of health-promoting life-style behaviors.

38. Definition for: World Health Assembly – Body of delegates of the member nations of the World Health Organization.

39. Definition for: World Health Organization (WHO) – Most widely recognized international governmental health organization today. Created in 1948 by representatives of United Nations countries.
