1. The purpose of this study was to determine why patient loads in rural hospitals are decreasing. – mine in 1987!
2. The purpose of this study was to determine the efficacy of a new training regimen on the fitness level of adolescent male cross country athletes.

3. The purpose of this study was to identify those factors which contribute to athletic participation attrition.

4. The purpose of this study was to examine the effectiveness of a performance versus mastery oriented teaching program on children's enjoyment, perceived competence, intrinsic motivation, and motor skill development.

5. The purpose of this study was to determine the value of peer coaching and its influence on behavior change. 

6. The purpose of this study was to investigate the importance of subject-related risk factors for sports injuries, taking exposure time into account.

7. The purpose of this study was to evaluate age and gender differences in objectively measured physical activity (PA) in a population-based sample of students in grades 1 – 12.

8. The purpose of this study was to develop, refine, and better understand the process of transmitting the knowledge base on effective teaching to physical education teachers.

9. The purpose of this study was to determine whether diet and exercise interventions in those with diabetes may delay the development of renal failure. 

10. The purpose of this study was to test the hypothesis that exercise training consisting of vigorous-intensity activity would enhance insulin sensitivity more substantially than moderate-intensity activity.

11. The purpose of this study was to determine whether the postponement of fatigue in subjects fed carbohydrate during prolonged strenuous exercise is associated with a slowing of muscle glycogen depletion.

12. The purpose of this study was to see whether gay brothers on average share genetic regions inherited from their parents

13. The purpose of the Colorado Railroad Relocation Implementation Study was to better define and finalize the project improvements and costs to relocate the rail through freight movements away from the Front Range of Colorado between Denver and Pueblo.

14. The purpose of this study was to investigate the effect of Penicillin in the treatment of patients with Age-Related Macular Degeneration.

15. The purpose of this study was to determine the safety and efficacy of VIT100, a PCNA ribozyme, in preventing recurrent proliferative vitreoretinopathy (PVR) in patients with established PVR who undergo vitrectomy for retinal reattachment repair.

16. The purpose of this study was to determine if there is any difference in the presence of retinal deterioration in Parkinson’s Disease patients treated with pramoline versus pramoline2 as monitored by an overall review of all components of the comprehensive ophthalmology assessment from the baseline to the end of the study at 2 years.

17. The purpose of this prospective study was to characterize the genetic basis of Franklin's corneal dystrophy.

18. The purpose of this study was to build upon previous planning efforts that recommended light rail and other transit improvements for St. Louis City.

19. The purpose of the study was to determine specifically if pre-run stretching of the three major leg muscle groups is beneficial for overall injury prevention or reduction. 

20. The purpose of this study was to analyze the relationship between grades in high school and success in college.

21. The purpose of this study was to shed light on the culturally novel variables that affect students’ motivation as well as the effect of these variables on the changes that may occur to students’ motivations as they adapt to and progress in the university environment.

22. The purpose of this study was to analyze a public school prekindergarten Montessori bilingual program via the investigation of second grade reading achievement scores on a Spanish and an English norm-referenced test between two groups of students those who had participated in a prekindergarten Montessori bilingual program and those who had participated in a prekindergarten traditional bilingual program.

23. The purpose of this study was to determine the psychological, behavioral, and cognitive changes associated with up to 14 months of aerobic exercise training.

24. The purpose of this study was to assess the ability of patients with 60% or greater total body surface area burn to thermoregulate their core temperature during exercise, and to analyze the effects of heat acclimatization training on these individuals.
